What difficulties you faced while pursuing your regarch?

During my research on "Effect of Strength Trainismgd Combination of PlyometricSAQ
Training on Selected Motor, Anthropometric, and lISRelated Performance Parameters
among Men Football Players," | faced several chghs. One of the primary difficulties was
recruiting and retaining football players who meedfic inclusion criteria for consistent
participation. Ensuring regular attendance fornirag interventions while players managed
their academic and competitive schedules was datlenging. Administering standardized
tests like the McDonald's Soccer Skill Test reqdiioentrolled environments, which were
sometimes difficult to arrange due to weather comas or field availability. Access to
precise equipment for anthropometric and motorefith assessments was another hurdle.
Finally, analyzing and interpreting multi-dimensidndata required deep statistical
understanding, which | developed through expersatitations and study.

How does your work align with contemporary trends @ funding priorities?

My research aligns with current trends in sportgersme, especially in evidence-based
performance enhancement for football players. Theegration of Strength Training,

Plyometric, and SAQ (Speed, Agility, Quickness)inirag reflects modern approaches to
developing athletic performance. Using McDonaldisc@r Skill Test to measure skill-related
performance brings practical value, focusing onrmmpments that translate directly to match
performance. Furthermore, sports federations andifig agencies prioritize research that
supports athlete development, injury preventiord parformance optimization, making my

study relevant to ongoing initiatives in footbatideother team sports.



How did you balance your time? If several challengecame up, how would you

prioritize?

Balancing time during my research required systematanning. | followed a structured
schedule, allocating time for literature revievagiting intervention, data collection, testing
(including McDonald's Soccer Skill Test), data gsa, and writing. When multiple
challenges arose, such as participant schedulswyessor field unavailability, | prioritized
activities based on their direct impact on reseéimablines. Supervising training sessions and
conducting skill tests were top priorities to maint consistency and data reliability. Less
critical tasks, like documentation, were scheddillexibly. Coordination with supervisors and

participants helped manage overlapping demandstiekédy.

| relied on peer-reviewed journals, scholarly des¢c and books focusing on sports training,
football performance, strength and conditioningjoptetric and SAQ training, and motor
skill development. Research databases such as RyB&®gle Scholar, ResearchGate, and
Science Direct provided updated and quality litemat | also referred to standardized
manuals for soccer skill testing, especially McOdisaSoccer Skill Test, to ensure accurate
methodology.

What were your major focuses as a researcher?

My primary focus was to scientifically analyze thigects of combined Strength, Plyometric,
and SAQ training on motor fitness, anthropometrieasures, and soccer-specific skill
performance. A key focus was the application of MoBld's Soccer Skill Test to evaluate
technical improvements. | aimed to design traimmgdules that are practical and adaptable
for real coaching environments, bridging the gapwken scientific research and field
application. Additionally, | emphasized methodotmdirigor, ethical handling of participants,
consistent delivery of interventions, precise measients, and robust data analysis to ensure

reliable and applicable findings.

administrative duties, or even personal life) canoverwhelming. Research often requires
long hours of deep focus, which can be difficult tustain alongside other

commitments.Research doesn't always go as plagxegriments may not work, results can
be inconclusive.Writing research papers is oftestraggle, from drafting to revising to

submitting. The peer review process can be longiesimes discouraging, and it often

involves multiple rounds of feedback and revision.

How does your work align with contemporary trends o funding priorities?

My research focuses on the analysis of scour demttnd bridge piers, which is a critical

issue in hydraulic engineering. With increasingrasfructural development and climate
change impacts leading to extreme hydrological &svehe need for resilient and safe bridge
structures is more significant than ever. My wonkis@to develop innovative techniques to
reduce local scour, enhancing the structural statihd safety of bridges. This aligns well

with contemporary trends emphasizing infrastructtesilience, climate adaptation, and
sustainable engineering practices which are the dtews of interest for various funding

agencies and policymakers.

How did you balance your time? If several challengecame up, how would you
prioritize?

Balancing time was achieved by setting clear gdaksaking down the research process into
smaller tasks, and maintaining a well-organizecedake. When multiple challenges arose, |
prioritized tasks based on urgency, importance,deatllines. Effective communication with

my supervisor also played a crucial role in keepmgprogress on track. During challenging
phases, | focused on high-impact tasks first, saleritical experiments or data analysis,



while ensuring other responsibilities were not eetgdd. Adaptability and efficient time
management were essential to overcome obstaclamaintain steady progress.

What difficulties did you face while pursuing yourresearch?

Pursuing my Ph.D. was both intellectually rewardamgl challenging. One of the significant
difficulties | faced was managing extensive litarat reviews and ensuring that | had a
comprehensive grasp of existing research. Findelgvant studies in my specific area of
education was sometimes challenging, especiallynvareess to certain journals was limited.
Additionally, collecting data from participants, pesially in educational settings, required
navigating bureaucratic processes and ethical aheas, which caused delays. Another
challenge was balancing my teaching responsitslitigh research, which required careful
planning and discipline.

How does your work align with contemporary trends o funding priorities?

My research aligns with contemporary educationahds by focusing on the evolving
pedagogical approaches and the integration of tdogy in education. With the growing
emphasis on digital learning, teacher training, sretlusive education, my work contributes
to current academic discussions and policy-makiMgreover, funding agencies today
prioritize research that has a direct impact oncatlonal outcomes and policy reforms,
making my work relevant in securing potential gsasuhd collaborations.

How did you balance your time? If several challengecame up, how would you
prioritize?

During my research, | faced significant challenge® to the lack of e-resources and e-
libraries. The limited availability of digital matals made it difficult to access relevant
books, journals, and articles, which are essefarah-depth study. Without well-established
e-libraries, | had to rely on scattered and sometimutdated sources, making the research
process more time-consuming and less efficient. @heence of a centralized digital
repository further hindered my ability to crossemeince information, forcing me to depend
on physical resources, which were not always adudesg hese limitations affected the depth
and comprehensiveness of my research, requiring eXfort to gather credible and relevant
data.

How does your work align with contemporary trends o funding priorities?
